Kids often don’t know the cell phone number of the person they are with, especially if it’s not their mom or dad.  Wearing an arm.ID.illo bandz is perfect for children who don’t know their parents phone number, children with developmental disabilities or kids who may get nervous or anxious when lost.
“While there’s no way to prevent kids from getting lost, arm.ID.illo bandz create an extra level of security and peace of mind for when they do,” says Jennifer Tiberia, co-creator.  When a child is wearing an arm.ID.illo bandz both parents and children can feel more confident.”
